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Relationships between Caregiver’s Behaviors to Promote Child Development
and Developmental Stage of Children in Day Care Center, Boromarajonam
College of Nursing Bangkok

ABSTRACT

OBJECTIVES: This descriptive study was conducted ir the day care center at
Boromarajonani College of Nursing Bangkok to explore: 1) relationship between
child and family factors and developmental stage of children in the day care center; 2)
correlation between child and family factors and care giver’s behaviors to promote
child development; and 3) association between care giver’s behaviors to promote
child development and developmental stage of children in the day care center.

METHODS: Subjects included 34 pre-school children, mean age 3.4 years, who were
attending the day care center at Boromarajonani College of Nursing Bangkok and
their caregivers. Data related to caregiver’ behaviors were collected by interviewing
the caregivers using the Caregiver’s Behaviors to Promote Child Development
Questionnaire developed by Jamratt Pinngern (KR20 Coefficient .70), while child
developmentai stage was assessed by using Denver II Developmental Test: Data
related to child and family factors were analyzed by using descriptive statistic and
Chi-square test was used for analyzing the relationship between 1) child and family
factors and child developmental stage; 2) child and family factors and caregivers’
behaviors to promote child development; and 3) caregiver’s behaviors to promote
child development and child developmental stage.

RESULTS: The results demonstrated that: 1) There was no significant relationship
between child and family factors and all scales of child development; 2) A statistically
significant correlation was found betwecen child’s gender and language subscale
(p< .05), child’s gender and social and self-help subscale (p <.05), and parent’s
education and gross motor subscale (p <.01); 3) No significant relationship was found
between child and family factors and caregiver’s behaviors to promote child
development and between caregiver’s behaviors to promote child development and
developmental stage of children in the day care center.

CONCLUSION: The results seem inconsistent with the vhypotheses of the study.

A bigger sample size and intensity of caregiver’s behaviors to promote child
development may need to be included for a repeated study to confirm the result.
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
