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Clinical Nursing Instructors by Nursing Students at Boromarajonani

Abstract

This descriptive research examined the expectations and perceptions of the effective
characteristics of the clinical nursing instructors by nursing students at Boromarajonani College
of Nursing, Bangkok. The population consists of 289 nursing students from the regular program
and 192 nursing students from the continuing program. The Knox & Mogan’s Nursing Clinical
Teacher Effectiveness Inventory (NCTEI) (1985) modified by Siraya Samavaj & Supap Are-eue
was adopted. This scale was tested for reliability. The data was analyzed through the SPSS/FW
(Statistical Package for the Social Science for Windows) for mean, standard deviation, t-test,

and F-test.

The major findings were as follows:

1. The average expectation and perception scores of nursing students toward the
effective characteristics of clinical nursing instructors were at a high level. (X = 4.34

and 3.75 respectively)

1. When considering the aspects, both average expectation and perception scores of
the nursing students toward the effective characteristics of clinical nursing
instructors were at the highest level in the aspect of nursing ability. (X = 4.39 and

3.91 respectively)

2. When considering all the items, nursing students had their highest average
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expectation scores toward the effective characteristics of clinical nursing instructors
on 3 respective items; 1. being a good role model, 2. Focusing on important issues,

and 3. Ability to explain clearly. (X = 4.59, 4.52, and 4.51 respectively)

3. Also, when considering all the items, nursing students had their highest average
perception scores toward the effective characteristics of clinical nursing instructors
on 3 respective items; 1. self-confidence, 2. know broaden knowledge in an

interested field, and 3. be expertise in nursing. (X = 4.22, 4.14, and 4.12

respectively)

1. There was a significant difference between the expectations and perceptions of
nursing students toward the effective characteristics of clinical nursing instructors at

the level of .01.

2. There was no significant difference of expectations among nursing students toward

the

effective characteristics of clinical nursing instructors at the level of .05.

3. There was a significant difference of perceptions among nursing students toward

the effective characteristics of clinical nursing instructors at the level of .01.

4. There was only a significant difference of expectations between the 2 programs of
nursing students toward the effective characteristics of clinical nursing instructors in

the aspect of personal characteristics at the level of .05.

5. There was a significant difference of perceptions between the 2 programs of

nursing students toward the effective characteristics of clinical nursing instructors at
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the level of .05.
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
